Operation D eep Free'U }67 

Thousands of men, numerous s hips and more 
than a dozen aircraft, operating over thousands 
of miles and linked by a modern, efficient com­
munications system characterize Operation DEEP 
FREEZE today. 

The U. S. Navy operates five permanent 
stations j.n Antarctica. In addition to tJ1e main 
staging site a t McMurdo, scientific s upport s ta­
tions are located at South Pole , Byrd, Plateau, 
and Palmer on the Antarc tic peninsula. During 
the last few years the Navy 's mission has bee n 
to make these s tations reasonably permanent 
and to provide habitability for both Navymen 
and scientists. 

At ~1cMurdo, Antarctica's largest city wi th 
nearly a thous and residents in the summer, a 
nuclear power s tation has been prod ucing elec­
tric power since 1962. In 1966, a 14,000 gallon­
per-day s alt water distillation plant became op­
e rable , making indoor plumbing a realit)'. 

Operation DEEP FREEZE began in 1955 
when the U. S. Navy was assigned the task of 
providing s upport for the nations antarctic pro­
grams during the Inte rnational Geophysical Year 
( 1957- 1958). During these early years of DEEP 
FREEZE, facilities were considered to be tem­
porary and the comforts of civilization were 
minimal. 

With an eye to the future, the U. S. ~avy is 
now cons tructing a 250-man personne l building, 
the largest bujlding on Lhe contine nt. Scheduled 
for completion in 1969, the two-s tory s tructure 
will provide centralized galley and laundry Caci li­
ties as we ll as recreational lounges. 

Each year new projects are begun and many 
refinements in comfort, comm unications and 
trans portat ion add to the permanence of Opera­
tion DEE P FREEZE in Antarc tica.

The United States zn Antarctica 

The United Stales has had a long-standing 
interest and involvement in Antarctica. T his in­
terest can be traced back to the mid-19th century 
when a Navy Lieutenant, James Wilkes, became 
one of the firs t men to esta blish the existence 
of the world's se venth continent. 

Today, the United States is in the antarctic 
conducting scientific research in various fields 
ranging from marine biology to upper-atmosphere 
physics. Thi s scientific effort is directed by 
the United States Antarctic Research Program 
(USA RP) under the National Science Foundation. 
The primary mission of the U. $. Navy is logistic 
s upport for this scientific program. 

Each year more than 50 research projects 
are conducted by scientis ts and scholars of the 
nation's leading college and universities, and 
various U. S. government agencies and organi­
zations . Among the governme nt organizations 
involved are the U. S. Coast and Geodetic Sur-
vey, the U. S. Weather Bureau, the U. S. Geo-
logica l Survey, the U. S. Army Cold Region Re -
search and Engineering Laboratory, and the U. 
S. Naval Oceanographic Office. 

The Antarctic Treaty was ratified by the 
United States on June 23, 196 1. Jn joining the 
e leven other original signatories , the United 
States agreed that Antarctica would be used only 
for peacefu I purposes and would remain open to 
a ll nations to conduct peaceful programs of re­
search and exploration. 

It is toward this end that the men of the 
U. S. Navy's Operation DEEP FREEZE work 
together with scientists to extend man's know­
ledge of the world in which we live .

THE PM-3A AND CREW VI 

Perched on the side of Observation Hill, over­
looking McMurdo Station, is the PM-3A Nuclear 
Power Plant and Sea Water Distillation Plant. These 
modern concepts of power production and sa It water 
conversion seem strangely out of place in the remote 
ruggedness of the "Worlds Last Frontier", Antarc­
tica. Yet, they symbolize the dete rmination and zeal 
of scientific progress . The climatic and environmen­

tal conditions of Antarctica, as well as the many 
complexities of nuclear power , present an ever per­
sistent cha llenge to successfu l operation. 

This is the sixth year o[ PM-3A operation, and 
the firs t year of operation for the Distill ation Plant. 
The present crew, Crew VI, consis ts of 3 officers 
and 22 en lis ted men . The experience and training of 

the crew make it nearly technologically independent. 
Duties and responsibili ties are assigned to fi t the 
skills a11d experience of the individual crew mem­
bers . 

All crew members are gradua tes of the one 
year, Nuclear Power Plant Operators Course, con­

ducted at Ft. Belvoir, Virginia . T his difficult course 
prepares each man to assume operator duties and 
further develops the basic s kills and knowledge each 
possesses in hi s Navy rating. Upon completion of 

the school, each mClJ) if further trained and prepared 

for his future assignment through extensive practical 
application and intensive specialized schooling. 

The c rew is assigned in three major areas of 
res ponsibility : maintenance, operations and health 

physics. These areas are further broken down into 
speci[ic duties and responsibilities. The ent ire or­
ganization is dynamic, and assignmen ts may change 

as required for the upgrade qualification and utiliza-
1ion of individua l skills. The assignments listed be­
bow were as of late May 1967, a t the time cruise 
book photos were taken. 

The Maint enance Section is directed by EQCM 
Dick Heinr ichs. Ch ief Heinri chs is very capab ly 
assisted in the chore of maintaining a ll plant equip· 
menl by a maintenance section composed of UTI 
Bob Berkowilz, mechanical; Army SFC j oe Krupa 
and CE I Teel Riccio, e lectronic ins trumenta lion ; 
and CEC Gene Carson, electrical.
